countries distributed according to the different types of commodity groups in 2023.

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Most important statistical indicators

- The total value of exports to the Nile Basin countries reached 1.73 billion
dollars in 2023 against 1.70 billion dollars in 2022, an increase of 2.1%.

- The total value of imports from the Nile Basin countries amounted to 1.29
billion dollars in 2023 compared to 1.38 billion dollars in 2022, a decrease
of 7.1 %.

- Sudan topped the list of exports by 989.0 million dollars in 2023 compared to
954.3 million dollars in 2022, an increase of 3.6 %. The most important items
exported to Sudan were prod- of the milling indus-malt- starches, Sugars and
sugar confectionery, and second place Kenya with a value of 327.3 million
dollars in 2023 compared to 356.4 million dollars in 2022, a decrease of 8.2
%. The main items exported to Kenya were Sugars and sugar confectionery,
paper and articles of paper pulp, Iron, steel and stainless steel.

- Republic of the Congo ranked first in imports with a value of 532.1 million
dollars in 2023 compared to 530.2 million dollars in 2022, an increase of
0.4%. The most important items imported were Copper and articles thereof,
Wood & prod. Thereof <«wood charcoal, and Sudan with a value of 388.2
million dollars in 2023 compared to 505.4 million dollars in 2022, a decrease
of 23.2% The most important items imported were Live animals, Cotton.

- The group of Animal, vegetable, beverage and tobacco products ranked first
in exports by 697.1 million dollars in 2023 compared to 405.5 million dollars
in 2022, an increase of 71.9%.

- The group of Animal, vegetable, beverage and tobacco products came in the
first place of imports with a value of 623.6 million dollars in 2023 compared
to 675.1 million dollars in 2022, a decrease of 7.6%.
